Indiana Yearly Meeting  
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FREEDOM AND TRUTH 

What is your idea of freedom? Itôs a pertinent question as we celebrate another Independence Day amid 
constant rhetoric concerning potential threats to our freedom as Americans. Do we define freedom only in 
political terms? Or is there another definition? 

Thereôs another freedom that doesnôt often enter todayôs rhetoric. And thatôs spiritual freedom. Itôs the free-
dom Jesus spoke of when he said ñYou will know the truth and the truth will make you free.ò What does it 
mean to be spiritually free? 

Many tend to think of the Christian faith as being highly restrictive in terms of the things one either must do 
or refrain from doing to obtain eternal life. The idea is that only by adhering to some rigid standard of 
ñmoralityò can one be considered a true follower of Christ. Is this the truth that makes us free? 

Or is it this? As Friends, we see the Christian faith as not one of law nor of works but of grace freely given 
through the presence of the indwelling Christ. That grace is the mark of the new covenant God proclaimed: 
ñI will put my law within them and I will write it upon their hearts, and I will be their God and they shall be 
my people.ò 

 Just as our political freedom places upon us certain responsibilities as citizens, our spiritual freedom gives 
us responsibility as citizens of Godôs kingdom. The freedom Jesus speaks of is prefaced by a big ñif.ò He 
says, ñIF you continue in my word, you are truly my disciples.ò Only by being a disciple can we know the 
truth that sets us free. What does this mean? 

 Jesusô earthly ministry was one of love. He was the living embodiment of Godôs love for his people. That 
love found its ultimate expression upon a cross. Love was the essence of Jesusô word. If he spoke of noth-
ing else, he spoke of love. If he commanded nothing else, he commanded us to love. Gospel grace doesnôt 
just free us to love, it COMPELS us to love. 

Are we satisfied with the amount of love that the church bearing Christôs name demonstrates to the world? 
Jesus surely envisioned a church in which the members would use their spiritual freedom to openly share 
his love, both within their fellowship and within the world at large. He would want the church to be a church 
of love ï Godôs love! Is it? That is not to say that love cannot grow and become more evident. People in 
need among us should not have to search for that love. It should be there for the receiving. Each one of us 
can, and should, grow in Christôs love and become more open in sharing that love as a disciple of Christ. 

If grace means anything, it means that we have both the freedom and the responsibility to love as Christ 
would have us love. Grace means that we who have faith in Christ Jesus are no longer slaves to sin but 
have been granted freedom to do Godôs work. By loving God, our-
selves and one another as Christ teaches, we continue in his word 
and are truly his disciples. As disciples we know the truth: We are 
free through Christ Jesus and that truth makes us free ï free to be 
instruments of Christ in spreading the love that todayôs world so 
desperately needs.  

Christ Jesus has made us free and we are free indeed. That is the 
Christian idea of freedom. And that is the greatest freedom one can 
ever hope to possess.
