Letter From Pastor

A letter submitted to Ministry and Oversight Committee was presented at Meeting for
Worship June 13, 2010.

We believe the time has come for us to submit our resignation as pastoral leader-
ship of Friends Memorial Church, effective June 30, 2011. We do this with the com-
mon understanding that should you find someone who is able to assume pastoral
leadership at anytime during the next twelve months, we will of course be happy to
step out of the way. But as of June 30, 2011, we need to terminate our ministry at
Friends Memorial, and therefore will not be open to continue even on an interim basis.

This decision has not been made quickly, and is not due to any issues or actions
that have been undertaken by any persons or committees in recent weeks or months.
In fact, we began to feel this way before the end of 2009, but increasingly so at the
beginning of 2010. Since then we have received absolute clarity that our decision is
right.

No doubt there will be questions as to why we feel we need to step down after one
more year. Much of it is personal, having to do with our emotional, mental, and physi-
cal health. These all bear upon the energy and stamina which we are no longer able
to consistently apply to the work we would like to do. There are vital areas of pastoral
leadership to which we cannot give the attention we feel is needed, areas that are of
importance to the future of Friends Memorial Church. While we wouldn’t presume to
suggest who the new appointee(s) should be, we believe that someone younger but
with the necessary experience could give more energy and have more appeal among
young adults and young families, so crucial to the future of our church, as well as min-
ister among all age groups of our congregation.

We are very grateful for the love and support we have received from Friends Memo-
rial Church. At a time in our lives when we thought we were being led into retirement,
you gave us the opportunity to be involved again in the joys and challenges of pas-
toral ministry. We have been blessed.

We will give you our utmost in energy and effort as we worship and work together in
the year ahead. We also promise to uphold you in prayer as you begin and carry out a
search process for a pastor. If there is anything we can do to help, please do not hesi-
tate to call on us.
