Evangelism & Outreach Committee 
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ñSchool days, school days, ééò 
 

Yep, itôs that time of the year again. And it seems to come around sooner and sooner every year. That well 

known author, ñAnonymous,ò once wrote, ñThere are three good reasons to be a teacher - June, July, and Au-

gust.ò Well, most if not all teachers would quickly point out the inaccuracy of that clever saying by reminding 

the author that itôs now down to two good reasons: mid-June to mid-August. School years keep getting longer 

and restarting sooner, consequently making summers shorter.   

But the sounds and sights of another school year are all around us, whether Ball State University tomorrow 

(as I write this), or Friends Pre-school today, as well as most other educational institutions at this time of year.   

In most of these venues one will hear shouts of delight as children and youth greet one another again after being 

away from each other for the summer. These sounds will eventually be followed by other kinds of utterances as 

they fill back-packs with books for their home work assignments. However, in these so-called modern times, in-

stead of just paper and pencil being the instruments of home work, the computer is the studentôs best friend. In 

fact, Don Larson put it this way: ñHome computers are being called upon to perform many new functions, including the con-

sumption of homework formerly eaten by the dog.ò 

In some cases itôs always a question of who sheds the most tears, the little children starting to school for the 

first time, or their parents sending them off for the first time. This morning there were a few tears accompanied 

by the sounds of sobs coming from some of the new children at Friends Preschool here at Friends Memorial. But 

in a few days those will be changed to shouts of enjoyment.   

Yes, school years come and go, but the life of learning Christian discipleship never stops. And while for 

some the summer weeks are away weeks for various reasons, the church continues to try to carry out its task of 

Christian education throughout the year. So whatôs in store at Friends Memorial for 2010-2011?                                                                                       

Beginning on September 12 the K ï 4 Childrenôs Department will launch an exciting new study of some of 

the great Old Testament characters, starting with Noah. The Middle and High Schoolers will be under the guid-

ance of Joe and Kathy Schmaltz, and Mark and Becky Watters. For the adults, there will be two classes to choose 

from: a study of the Gospels led by Ty and Tony Barker, and a class on Christian growth offered by Linda 

Daniel.

For our lives 

to be well rounded in Christian discipleship, we must sit at the feet of our Teacher, Jesus, every day. Thatôs the 

ñhomeworkò part of it. Thatôs also where our children and youth will 

see this as vitality important, and not an inconvenience, as we as par-

ents take full-time Christian education seriously. Iôm sure you have one 

of the main text-books in your house. Itôs called the Bible. The neat 

thing about it is---the tuition is free. Itôs just a matter of priorities.  

We invite you to join us at Friends Memorial for another year of the 

ñschool of the Spirit,ò and we encourage you to make this a part of your 

ñhome schoolò life as well.
